COURSE DESCRIPTION AND/OR GENERAL PROGRAM OBJECTIVES

SPECIFIC CONTENT AND OBJECTIVES

-Creates personal (sketchbook) and media (portfolio) images 
-Appreciates images 

 
EVALUATION 
Evaluation will be based on two competencies: 
 
Competency 1:  70% of your mark will be based on works produced for your portfolioand in 
your sketchbook. 
Breakdown of term mark for Competency 1 is 45% art making + 25% sketchbook exercises= 70% 
 
Competency 2:  30% of your mark will be based on art appreciation (research essay, oral 
presentation, critique, tests). 
 

MATERIALS REQUIRED FOR THIS COURSE 
Students are to come to class with their sketchbooks (supplied by the teacher). 
Students must supply: pencils, sharpener, eraser, ruler, coloured pencils, coloured markers, black 
fine liner, scissors, glue stick, pencil case. 
*A smock or an old shirt is highly recommended*
