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Learning with Ulead VideoStudio™ and DVD PictureShow™
Multimedia Introduction to the School
Overview
Being the new kid on the block, or in a school, creates many challenges for most.  Proactively helping new students face the challenges of where everything is, and who everyone is in the new school, can help the new student get into the learning routine and establish new friendships more readily.

Description
This is a service learning project which when completed will allow new students to a school to take a virtual tour of the school seeing points of interest and meeting key people at the school.


The class needs to be divided into various working groups. One group of students will storyboard and script the project.  Others will take digital still pictures of various locations in the school, while others will interview key people at the school using a camcorder. A group will edit the still and motion video images and author them onto a VCD or DVD, and one group will provide the narration.

Goals and Objectives
Goal 1 - Students will work in cooperative working groups and the different groups will work cooperatively in completing the project.

Objective 1 - Students within different groups and different groups working together will use conflict-resolution strategies as defined by the teacher in 80% or more instances where disagreements occur.
Goal 2 - Students will employ basic writing skills in various activities

Objective 2 - Students will apply basic grade level appropriate writing skills to produce scripting and storyboard documentation for their team’s video.
Goal 3 - Students (in teams) will make a presentation to their class.



Objective 3 - Students will use a variety of presentation techniques in creation of the video 


project.

Goal 4 - Students will provide a service to the school by creating an Introduction to the School multimedia presentation to be used by all new students.

Objective 4 - Various working groups within the class will work cooperatively together to create a multimedia introduction to the school presentation on VCD or DVD.

· Digital still camera and associated equipment
· Digital camcorder and associated equipment

· Storyboard template forms

Procedures and Approximate Times Required
1. The teacher should conduct a lesson: (1) Explaining the concept of service learning and how it could apply to their school and community; (2) Discussing with the class various ways of making new students to the school feel welcome, and the idea of creating a VCD or DVD to be part of that process; (3) Introduce the concept of a virtual tour of the school VCD or DVD and the possible elements that would be in that product including digital still and motion images. (1 Hour)
2. The students should be divided into working groups as follows: (1) Storyboarders and scripters; (2) Digital still photographers; (3) Digital motion videographers; (4) Video editors and authors: and (5) Narration group (20-30 minutes)
3. The class should brainstorm together with the teacher to create and decide upon the various elements that would be in the finished product. (1 hour) 

4. The storyboard, scripting, and narration groups should meet and layout the project before other groups begin their work. (2-3 hours)
5. The digital still and motion groups should meet with the storyboard and scripting group to discuss what type of still and motion images need to be gathered. (1-2 hours)

6. The digital still and motion groups need to gather the images and motion sequences as necessary. (1-2 hours)
7. The video editors and narration group need to meet to assemble the images, edit them, add necessary titles, etc, and add the narration elements, and then author the presentation onto VCD or DVD. (5-6 hours)

8. The class presents the finished product to the administration and other teachers and discusses their project with them. (1 hour)
