Video Poems
Overview
This lesson is designed to reflect and forward the aims of the “Favorite Poem Project” http://www.favoritepoem.org/. As said in their introduction:
“Since its launch, the Favorite Poem Project has been dedicated to celebrating, 
documenting and promoting poetry's role in Americans' lives. 

During the one-year open call for submissions, 18,000 Americans wrote to the project volunteering to share their favorite poems — Americans from ages 5 to 97, from every state, of diverse occupations, kinds of education and backgrounds”

Description


In this project students will work in teams of three. Each team will select a poem from the resources made available by the teacher. Once the poem is selected, they will have one or more of the team members record the reading of the poem on videotape. (Those not involved in the reading will do the taping). All 3 members should then be taped recording their reflections on the poem.
Once the poem and reflections are recorded, the team will edit the video, and author it onto a Video Tape, VCD, or DVD. Each team will present their finished video to the class.

Objective 1 - Students will listen to and discuss a range of poems read by the teacher then 


select a poem by team agreement to be recorded on videotape.
Goal 2 - Students will work in cooperative working groups in completing the project.



Objective 2 - Students within different groups will employ conflict-resolution strategies as 


defined by the teacher in 80% or more instances where disagreements occur.

Goal 3 - Students will make a taped presentation to be shown to the class.
Objective - Each student will read or reflect on their selected poem in a basic oral presentation to the class. Students will use a variety of verbal communication skills including, but not limited to, projection, tone, volume, rate, articulation, pace, and phrasing.

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Procedures and Approximate Times for Completion
1. If the teacher has Internet access they should familiarize themselves with the materials available at the two sites listed above under “Internet Resources” in order to look at additional lesson plans and activities involving the reading of poems.
2. The teacher should introduce the students to a variety of grade level appropriate poetry available in the class or at the school library by reading and discussing these poems and having students respond about their thoughts, feelings, etc. (1-2 hours)
3. The student teams should read several different poems and select one poem to be presented by the team. They should familiarize themselves with the poem, and each member will record, in writing using their word processing program, their reflections on the poem. (1 hour)
4. The team should storyboard and script their presentation to include the reading of the poem by one or more members of the team, and the video recording of each team member’s reflections on the poem. (1-2 hours)
5. Each team will record the reading of their poem and each team member’s written reflections. (1hour)

6. Each team will edit and author their video onto tape, VCD or DVD. (4 hours)
7. The team will present their video to the class and answer any questions. (30 minutes)
