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Children raised by same-sex 
parents are just as well ad-
justed as kids who have dif-
ferent-sex parents, new re-
search finds.

The study compared 62 
children between the ages of 
six and 16 who have same-sex 
parents with 72 peers who 
have different-sex parents.

The University of Co-
logne researchers compared 
developmental outcomes 
across domains such as 
prosocial behaviour, hyper-
activity, peer problems, emo-
tional adjustment and gener-
al behavioural problems.

“The new findings clearly 
show that same-sex families 
have strong resilience strat-
egies to protect their chil-
dren from prevailing legal 
hurdles and societal rejec-
tion. For example, parents 
create an environment in 
which their children receive 

appreciation and recogni-
tion from others and where 
other same-sex families pro-
vide positive role models,” 
Dr. Mirjam Fischer, a re-
searcher at the university’s 
Institute of Sociology and 
Social Psychology in Ger-
many, said in a media state-
ment.

Past studies indicate that 
experiences of prejudice 
and unsupportive legal con-
texts place significant stress 
on same-sex parents. Faced 
with such psychological 
scrapes, same-sex parents 
suffer from reduced physical 
and mental health. This was 
thought to lead to poorer 
outcomes for their children, 
which this study did not 
find.

The study is based on sur-
vey results from Dutch civil 
registers and shows repre-
sentative results. In it, par-
ents were asked to indicate 

their level of agreement on 
a range of statements, such 
as “my child often has tem-
per tantrums,” “my child 
does not feel at ease in social 
situations, such as a party, 
school, playing with others” 
and “my child gets picked on 
or bullied by other children.”

The findings, which were 
published in the Inter-
national Journal of Environ-
mental Research and Public 
Health, found no significant 
differences between the two 
parenting groups and are in 
line with other non-repre-
sentative surveys.

The researchers ultimate-
ly recommend that research 
and policy-makers develop 
from this foundation and 
study how support services 
can build on the resilience 
structures of same-sex par-
ents and strengthen them 
further.

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KIDS RAISED BY SAME-SEX PARENTS JUST AS 
WELL-ADJUSTED SOCIALLY, STUDY FINDS

forest in southern Chile 
might be home to the world’s 
oldest tree after a new study 
found that an ancient alerce 
tree known as “great grand-
father” could be more than 
5,000 years old.

Scientists were not able 
to determine an exact age 
based on tree rings because 
of the tree’s massive trunk. 
Normally, a one-metre cylin-
der of wood is extracted to 
count tree rings, but the 
great grandfather’s trunk has 
a diameter of four metres.

Jonathan Barichivich, 
the scientist who led the 
study, said the sample they 

extracted and other dating 
methods suggest the tree is 
up to 5,484 years old.

“This method tells us that 
80 per cent of all possible 
growth trajectories give 
us an age of this living tree 
greater than 5,000 years,” 
Barichivich said. “There is 
only a 20 per cent chance 
that the tree is younger.”

T h e  e s t i m a t e d  a g e 
would beat the current re-
cord-holder, a 4,853-year-
old bristlecone pine tree in 
California. Barichivich is 
concerned about the tree’s 
prominence in the Alerce 
Costero National Park. 
Visitors often step on the 
tree’s roots and take pieces 
of its bark, he said.

CHILE COULD BE HOME TO THE WORLD’S OLDEST TREE

The lone star tick, which 
causes an allergy to red 
meat, has resurfaced in Can-
ada.

Named for the white dot 
on the female insect’s back, 
the lone star tick is native 
to the southeastern United 
States but can travel over 
the border attached to ani-
mal hosts, said Jeremie 
Bouffard, project manager 
of the online tick-tracing 
platform etick.ca.

A bite from this tick can 
have an unexpected side 
effect: an allergy to a sub-
stance called alpha-galac-
tose, a sugar molecule found 
both in the cells of most 
mammals and in the saliva 
of lone star ticks.

The number of confirmed 
alpha-gal syndrome (AGS) 
cases in Canadians is small, 
with reports of two Can-
adians developing the al-
lergy.

Bouffard said experts 
believe the cases are the re-
sult of bites that happened 
during travel to areas in 
the United States where the 
lone star tick is more estab-
lished.

According to microbiol-
ogy journals, AGS comes 
from alpha-gal molecules in 
a tick’s saliva, which enters 
the blood stream of its host. 
This causes an immune re-
sponse.

For some, the reaction to 
alpha-gal can be so strong 
that subsequent consump-
tion of any product con-
taining alpha gal can cause 
an allergic reaction.

Developing an allergy 
following the tick bite isn’t 
a sure thing, though. “You 
would need to be bitten a lot 
to get the allergy,” said Dr. 
Nicholas Ogden, senior re-
search scientist at the Public 
Health Agency of Canada 
microbiology lab.

Ogden said the lone star 
tick is aggressive and will 
“happily feed on people,” 
but that developing the al-
lergy is more likely in places 
where the tick is abundant. 

“I think it’s very unlikely 
that people in Canada will 
get the allergy,” said Ogden.

For those that do develop 
an allergy, the Mayo Clinic 
says reactions could range 
from itchy skin, hives, head-

aches, digestive distress and, 
in the most severe cases, 
anaphylaxis following con-
sumption of meat such as 
beef, pork, lamb, or other 
mammal-derived products 
like dairy and gelatin.

Data from etick.ca shows 
the number of lone star ticks 
reported in Canada is rough-
ly 10 each year. So far this 
year, there have been seven 
reports, with most in On-
tario and one in Nova Scotia.

Bouffard said numbers 
may increase, as migra-
tion patterns of ticks are 
changing due to warmer 
temperatures, deforestation 
and the building of high-
ways.
